This series is intended for backward pupils in Secondary 
l\tlodern Schools whose reading has not gone further than the 
comic or strip cartoon thriller.

This is an entirely new series of books providing abundant 
and varied material for individual work. The books in each 
set are of equal grade, and so written that a pupil can begin 
with any book of that particular set, but the four sets are 
graded. They were prepared especially for the Primary School, 
but they are also very suitable for backward streams among the 
younger pupils of Secondary Schools. 

The books contain a simple four-year course of reading and 
exercises in English (including Poetry), History, Geography, 
Nature Stories and Miscellaneous Work, and are illustrated \Vith 
many clear and attractive line drawings.
